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Background

The Danish Refugee Council launched its activities in Greece in November 2015 as a part of the emergency
response to the unprecedented influx of refugees and migrants reaching Greek islands via the Eastern
Mediterranean Migration Route. In 2015, 856,723 arrivals by sea were registered in Greece - seven times
the figure in 2014, which was itself a record year. According to UNHCR, the vast majority (87%) came from
the world’s top 10 refugee producing countries.

DRC Greece initially focused on establishing the conditions for an effective response, including
recruitment, procurement, and engagement with people of concern, Greek authorities, UNHCR, volunteer
groups and other NGOs. Humanitarian activities were mainly implemented in the Moria, Lesvos reception
site, where DRC Greece supported the identification of vulnerable people, and assisted them by providing
information, legal counselling and shelter management.

The closure of the Balkan countries’ borders in February 2016, and the shutdown of the main pathway to
Europe for people fleeing war and persecution, together with the EU - Turkey Statement, had an immense
impact on the refugee situation in Greece. Consequently, DRC Greece expanded its activities to the
mainland to respond to the needs of people living in several sites.

At present, arrivals in the Greek islands have signficantly decreased and the Greek state has begun to take
over management and financing of aspects of the reception and integration system.

During 2019, DRC Greece continued to advocate for a people-centered and protection-focused response
to be adopted by the EU and its Member States in the search for joined-up, sustainable solutions.

DRC Greece continued to provide holistic and comprehensive services to support the Greek Authorities in
the daily management of long-term accommodation sites in mainland Greece, following a needs-based
and protection-centered response, by providing the following services to asylum seekers and refugees:

e Site Management Support: Comprehensive assistance at site-level including arrival, reception and
departure procedures, information management, coordination, care and maintenance of shelter and
WASH facilities, provision of welcome kits and other non-food items, provision of food baskets to new
arrivals, and reinforcement of community participation and accountability mechanisms.

e Protection: Legal assistance, community-based protection and assistance to identified cases
requiring specialized treatment, by monitoring protection standards in all target locations,
facilitating access to existing off-site services for vulnerable beneficiaries through accompaniment /
interpretation services. S—

Hellenic Integration Support for Beneficiaries of International Protection (HELIOS)

Since June 2019, DRC Greece, along with other civil society actors and municipal authorities, is
collaborating with the International Organization for Migration (IOM) Greece for the implementation of the
National HELIOS project.

The project, which during 2019-2021 was funded by the European Commission (DG HOME/AMIF) and is
supported by the Greek Government, aims at promoting the integration of beneficiaries of international
protection into the Greek society through a multi-component approach. This approach comprises of
Integration Courses, accommodation and employability support, integration monitoring and sensitization
of the host community.

As part of the Education pillar of the project, DRC Greece has established and operates Integration
Learning Centers in Athens, Karditsa, Larissa, Trikala and offers Integration Courses to adults. Each
course cycle consists of inter-linked modules, namely Greek language learning (including support to

receive certification) and soft skills (cultural orientation, life skills, job readiness). DRC Greece also
operates a Recreational Space for Children (RSC) in each of its ILCs, where minors can participate in
activities while their parents attend classes.

During the COVID-19 pandemic and subsequent lockdowns, DRC Greece invested into capacity building of
project staff to build expertise in remote learning service provision and actively supported IOM in the
adaptation of the project and the transition to e-learning modalities. Additionally, DRC Greece has further
invested in the communication with communities, ensuring that HELIOS beneficiaries receive updated
information on COVID-19 developments as well as individualized support to progress in their Integration
Courses.

With financial support from the European Union’s Rights, Equality and Citizenship Programme (2014-

as public and private networks, in the early identification of victims of cyber-/e-trafficking, which is
rising with significant impact on populations on the move.

For this project, DRC Greece has joined forces with partners with organizations from Italy (Progetto Tenda,
LABC and Nesta Italia) and Poland (CWEP), in an endeavor to:

e Build updated and accessible knowledge on e-trafficking.

e Develop an online, multi-language, multi-user platform on e-trafficking.

e Create material and build the capacity of frontline staff through dedicated training sessions and e-
learning modules.

e Raise awareness about the phenomenon across (and beyond) Italy, Poland and Greece.

Protecting Rights at Borders (PRAB)

The PRAB Initiative was formed by protection and legal aid organizations focusing on human rights
compliance at the EU’s external and internal borders and operating across a range of different countries:
Italy (Associazione per gli Studi Giuridici sull'lmmigrazione, Diaconia Valdese and DRC ltaly); Hungary
(Hungarian Helsinki Committee); Bosnia and Herzegovina (DRC BiH); Serbia (Humanitarian Center for
Integration and Tolerance); North Macedonia (Macedonian Young Lawyers Association); Greece (Greek
Council for Refugees and DRC Greece); and Belgium (DRC Brussels).

Based on data collection and synergies, the Initiative aimed to:

e Document and collect testimonies of well-established and systematic rights violations.

e Trigger and support legal action, when relevant and feasible.

e Highlight accountability issues, as well as the need for Independent Border Monitoring
mechanisms.

During 2021, the PRAB partners took part in joint advocacy products, i.e. three reports (I, Il & [ll) and two
policy notes (I & 11).

Al Children in Education (ACE)

DRC Greece has been implementing Non-formal education (NFE) activities since March 2017 and has
developed a high degree of context-specific institutional knowledge and methodologies designed around
student-centred learning. ACE aims at ensuring access to education for out-of-school and at-risk
children in Greece. The project started in 2021 and is implemented with the support of and funding
from UNICEF.

Under the ACE project, DRC Greece expands upon this previous experience to provide complementary
and quality NFE opportunities for site and non-site-based refugee and migrant populations, including
those who have settled in urban and regional areas:

Individual school-aged childrenin four (4) geographical areas across mainland Greece are being supported
in accessing and thriving in formal education environments through enrollment, school preparedness and
support activities that also target parents to encourage lifelong learning. Complementary to this, DRC
Greece supports broader educational structures and systems to monitor educational access, unlock
barriers to attendance, build regional capacity in intercultural education, deliver intercultural education
activities in the DRC Greece-run Integration Learning Centres, Homework and Creative Activities Centers
and in local schools, and foster synergies with, and empower, Civil Society Organizations to broaden the
scope of the intervention.

Through ACE, DRC Greece provides an opportunity to cultivate the skills needed for children to succeed in
school environments by developing linguistic and conceptual understanding, and the behaviours and
motivation for learning. DRC Greece’s NFE activities in open accommodation sites and urban centres also
target the social and emotional aspects of learning, enabling students to self-reflect and to build self-
esteem, communication skills and coping mechanisms. The structure, routine and delivery of DRC Greece’s
carefully designed activities does, therefore, not only reinforce academic and cognitive development, but
also provides a critical source of protection and psychosocial support.

The project activities holistically empower the individual capabilities of every student, whilst creating a
safe learning environment supported by specialized staff that identify and respond to individual and
familial vulnerabilities through Child Protection identification and referral mechanisms. DRC Greece
employs a protection mainstreaming approach in all areas of work. Through curricula with integrated
SEAL, combined with targeted individual and group PSS activities, ACE ensures that all students are
supported with differentiated education solutions targeting the whole child.

DRC Greece has also partnered with the Arbeiter Samariter Bund Deutschland e.V (ASB) for the delivery of
school-readiness and support activities in four (4) open-accommodation sites.
