assists refugees and internally
displaced persons across the globe.
It initiated its activities in Greece in
November 2015 due to the
unprecedented influx of displaced
populations in need of international
protection initially in Lesvos.
Following new political
developments and displacement
dynamics in early 2016, DRC
expanded its activities to the
mainland to respond to the needs of
people living in several
accommodation sites in mainland
Greece. With offices in Athens,
Thessaloniki, Larissa and -until
January 2020- on Lesvos Island, DRC
Greece is one of the key
humanitarian actors operating in the
country.

At the end of 2020, 119,700 asylum
seekers and refugees were living in
sites and urban accommodation, of
which 19,100 were on the islands and
100,600 in the mainland. Living
conditions, although improved, vary
from site to site and between sites
and urban areas.

One of the major gaps has been the
insufficient capacity to ensure that
reception and accommodation
facilities are dignified, well-staffed,
culturally appropriate and respectful
of humanitarian standards. Those
seeking protection are also in need
of access to timely information, legal
aid and integration opportunities.

Throughout 2020, DRC Greece
continued its efforts to close these
gaps, employing evidence-based
methods in responding to
emergencies when needed, and
supporting the Greek Authorities in
developing a sustainable reception
and integration system.

In response to the COVID-19
pandemic, the organization
readjusted its programmatic
activities to ensure high standards in
sanitation and hygiene and
uninterrupted service provision to
the greatest extent possible.

SITE-BASED INTERVENTION

Under the project Supporting the Greek
Authorities in Managing the National
Reception System for Asylum Seekers and
Vulnerable Migrants (SMS), DRC Greece
continued to support the Greek
Authorities in the daily management of
nine (9) long-term accommodation sites
in mainland Greece following a needs-
based and protection-centered
response, by providing:

e Site Management Support:
Comprehensive assistance at site-
level including arrival, reception
and departure procedures,
information management,
coordination, care and
maintenance of shelter and WASH
facilities, provision of welcome kits
and other non-food items,
provision of food baskets to new
arrivals, and reinforcement of
community participation and
accountability mechanisms.

e Protection: Legal assistance,
community-based protection and
assistance to identified cases
requiring specialized treatment, by
monitoring protection standards in
all target locations, facilitating
access to existing off-site services
for vulnerable beneficiaries
through accompaniment /
interpretation services.

e Non-Formal Education: Activities
for school-aged children to
complement formal education
initiatives, and quality learning
opportunities for youth and adults,
in all supported locations.

Along with RIS, IOM, UNICEF, EASO and
ASB, DRC Greece is a member of the
Interagency/Field Monitoring
Committee which was established in
2019 to enhance monitoring of the
harmonization process, as well as of
the consistency of services and
procedures set up and implemented
by SMS actors. Through site
observations and interviews with field
staff and beneficiaries, the Committee
was able to perform a gap analysis and
capture lessons learned and best
practices, along with
recommendations and suggestions for
further action, in site-specific
monitoring reports.

Following the COVID-19 outbreak, the
Committee launched in March 2020
the COVID-19 Response Monitoring
Tool to track response activities and
needs across all supported sites on a
weekly basis.

The project, which is funded by the
European Commission (DG
HOME/AMIF) and is supported by the
Greek Government, aims at promoting
the integration of beneficiaries of
international protection into the Greek
society through a multi-component
approach. This approach comprises of
integration courses, accommodation
and employability support, integration
monitoring and sensitization of the
host community.

As part of the Education pillar of the
project, DRC Greece has established
and operates Integration Learning
Centers in Athens, Karditsa, Larissa,
Trikala and offers Integration
Courses to adults. Each course cycle
consists of inter-linked modules,
namely Greek language learning
(including support to receive
certification) and soft skills (cultural
orientation, life skills, job readiness).
DRC Greece also operates a
Recreational Space for Children
(RSC) in each of its ILCs, where minors
can participate in activities while their
parents attend classes.

During the COVID-19 pandemic and
subsequent lockdowns, DRC Greece
invested into capacity building of
project staff to build expertise in
remote learning service provision and
actively supported IOM in the
adaptation of the project and the
transition to e-learning modalities.
Additionally, DRC Greece has further
invested in the communication with
communities, ensuring that HELIOS
beneficiaries receive updated
information on COVID-19
developments as well as individualized
support to progress in their Integration
Courses.
